General Fund

The most significant change this year is the creation of a Code Enforcement Department and the hiring of a Code Enforcement Officer.    This has been a priority of mine for quite some time and I’m glad to say this year we were able to fund it.   Code Enforcement has been a priority set for us by the community.   In every survey done by the City and by Texas A&M, this always ranks high,

Due to the increase in sales tax revenues, we have been able to increase the Streets and Drainage Budget by $18,000.   We also increased the budget for Parks and Recreation board events.   The board has been extremely successful in providing quality events each month.  
 

Water/Sewer Fund

We have seen an increase in our Water and Sewer revenues since we replaced all the meters in town with the electronic metering system.    It has also saved us money and countless man hours since the meters no longer need to be manually read.   We did see an increase from Brazosport Water Authority for ground water and this had to be passed along to the consumer.
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
